Hearing Aids

Some digital wireless phones may interfere with some
hearing aids.

Areaswith apotentidly explosve amosphere are often,
but not always, marked clearly. Potentid areas may
include fueling areas (such as gasoline stations); below
deck on boats, fuel or chemical transfer or storage
facilities, vehicles using liquefied petroleum gas (such as
propane or butane); areas wherethe air contains chemicals
or particles (such as grain, dugt, or metal powders); and
any other areawhere you would normally be advised to
turn off your vehicle engine.

For Vehicles Equipped with an Air Bag

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FDA Consumer Update

The U.S. Food and Drug Administration’'s Center
for Devicesand Rediologica Hedlth Consumer
Update on Mobile Phones.

1. Do wireless phonesposea health hazard?

The avalable stientific evidence does not show thet any
hedlth problems are associated with using wirdess
phones. Thereis no proof, however, that wirdess phones
are eb0lutely safe. Wirdess phones emit low levels of
radiofrequency energy (RF) inthe microwave range
while being used. They dso emit very low levelsof RF
when in the gandby mode. Whereashigh levelsof RF
can produce hedlth effects (by heating tissue),exposure to
low level RFthat does not produce heating effects causes
no known adverse hedth effects. Many sudiesof low
level RF exposures have not found any biologica effects
Some studies have suggested thet some biological effects
may occur,but such findings have not been confirmed by
additiond research. In some cases,other researchershave
hed difficulty in reproducing those studiesor in
determining the reasonsfor incong stent results.

2. What isthe FDA'srdle concer ning the safety of
wireless phones?

Under the law,the FDA does not review the safety of
radiation-emitting consumer products such aswirdess
phones before they can be sold,asit doeswith new drugs
or medica devices. However,the agency has authority to
take action if wirdess phonesare shown to emit
radiofrequency energy (RF) & alevd tha ishazardousto
the user. In such acassthe FDA could require the
manufacturers of wirdess phonesto natify usersof the
hedlth hazard and to repair, replace,or recall the phones
S0 that the hazard no longer exids.
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Although the exigting scientific detado not judtify FDA
regulatory actionsthe FDA has urged the wirdess phone
industry to take anumber of steps,including the
following:

» Support needed research into possible biological
effectsof RF of the type emitted by wirdess phones,

» Desgn wireess phonesinaway that minimizesany
RF exposure to the user that isnot necessary for device
function; and

» Cooperatein providing users of wireless phoneswith
the best possibleinformetion on possible effects of
wireless phone use on human hedth.

The FDA belongsto an interagency working group of the
federa agenciesthat have responghbility for different
aspects of RF safety to ensure coordinated efforts at the
federd leve. Thefollowing agenciesbdong to this
working group:

0 Nationd Institute for Occupetiond Sefety and Hedlth

0 Environmenta ProtectionAgency

0 Occupationd Safety and HedthAdminigtration

0 Nationd Telecommunications and Information
Adminigration

The Nationd Ingiitutes of Hedlth paticipatesin some
interagency working group activities, aswel.

The FDA sharesregulatory respongbilitiesfor wirdess
phoneswith the Federal Communications Commission
(FCC). All phonesthat are sold in the United States must
comply with FCC safety guiddinesthat limit RF
exposure. The FCC rdies onthe FDA and other hedth
agenciesfor ssfety questions about wireless phones.

The FCC dso regulates the base gationsthet thewirdess
phone networks rely upon. While these base gdions
operate a higher power than do the wirdess phones
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themsdves, the RF exposuresthat people get from these
base gationsaretypicaly thousands of timeslower than
those they can get from wirdess phones. Base stdions
arethus not the subject of the safety questions discussed
in this document.

3. What kindsof phonesarethe subject of thisupdate?

Theterm“wireless phone’ refers here to handheld
wirdess phoneswith built-in antennas,often called“cdl”,
“mohile’, or “PCS’ phones. Thesetypes of wirdess
phones can expose the user to measurable radiofrequency
energy (RF) because of the short distance between the
phone and the user’ sheed.

These RF exposures are limited by FCC sofety guiddines
that were devel oped with the advice of the FDA and
other federd hedth and safety agencies. When the phone
islocated at greeter digtances from the user,the exposure
to RF isdradticaly lower because aperson's RF exposure
decreases rgpidly with increasing distance from the
ource. The so-cdled“ cordless phones,”which have a
base unit connected to the telephone wiring in ahouse,
typicdly operate at far lower power levels, and thus
produce RF exposuresfar below the FCC sfety limits.

4. What aretheresults of theresear ch done already?

The research done thus far has produced conflicting
results, and many sudies have suffered from flawsin
their ressarch methods. Animd experimentsinvestigating
the effects of radiofrequency energy (RF) exposures
characterigtic of wirdess phones haveyie ded conflicting
resultsthat often cannot be repeated in other lboratories
A few animd studies, however, have suggested that low
levesof RF could accelerate the devel opment of cancer
in leboratory animals. However, many of the sudiesthat
showed increasad tumor development used animasthat
had been geneticdly engneered or trested with cancer-
causing chemicas o asto be pre-disposed to devd op
cancer inthe absence of RF exposure. Other sudies
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exposad theanimalsto RF for up to 22 hours per day.
These conditions are not Smilar to the conditions under
which people use wireless phones, so we don't know
with certainty what the results of such studies mean for
human hedlth.

Threelarge gpidemiology sudies have been pudished
since December 2000. Between them the Sudies
investigated any possible association between the use of
wirdless phones and primary brain cancer, glioma,
meningioma, or acoustic neuroma,tumors of thebrain or
sdivay gland, leukemia, or other cancers. None of the
Sudies demondrated the existence of any harmful hedth
effects from wirdess phone RF exposures. However,
none of the sudies can answer questions about long-term
expoaures, sincethe average period of phoneuseinthese
studieswasaround three years

. What resear ch isneeded to decidewhether RF
exposure from wirdess phones poses a health risk?
A combination of |eboratory studies and gpidemiologica
studies of people actudly using wirdess phoneswould
provide some of the datathat are needed. Lifetimeanimd
exposure udies could be completed in afew years
However, very large numbers of animaswould be
needed to provide rdiable proof of acancer promoting
effect if oneexigs Epidemiologica gudiescan provide
datathat isdirectly goplicableto human populdions, but
10 or more years follow-up may be needed to provide
answers about some hedlth effects, such ascancer. Thisis
becausetheinterva between thetime of exposureto a
cancer-caudng agent and the time tumors develop — if
they do— may be many, many years Theinterpretation
of epidemiologicd studiesishampered by difficultiesin
meaauring actua RF exposure during day-to-day use of
wirdess phones. Many factors affect this measurement,
such asthe angle a which the phoneishdd,or which
model of phoneisused.
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6. What isthe FDA doing to find out moreabout the
possble health effects of wireess phone RF?

The FDA isworking with the U.S. Nationd Taxicology
Program and with groups of investigators around the
world to ensurethat high priority animd studiesare
conducted to addressimportant questions about the
effects of exposure to radiofrequency energy (RF).

The FDA hes been aleading participant in the orld
Hedlth Organization Intemationd Electromagnetic Helds
(EMF) Project Snceitsinception in 1996. An infuentid
result of thiswork has been the development of adetailed
agenda of research needsthat hasdriventhe
establishment of new research programs around the
world. The project has dso helped develop aseries of
public information documentson EMF issues.

The FDA and the Cdlular THecommunications &
Internet Association (CTIA) have aforma Cooperdive
Research and Devel opment Agreement (CRADA) to do
research on wirdess phone safety. The FDA providesthe
scientific oversight, obtaining input from expertsin
government,industry,and academic organizations
CTIA-funded researchis conducted through contracts
with independent investigators. Theinitid research will
include both laboratory studies and sudies of wirdess
phone users. The CRADA will dso include abroad
assesament of additiond research needsin the context of
the latest research developments around the world.

7. How can | find out how much radio frequency energy
exposurel can get by usng my wirdessphone?
All phones sold in the United States must comply with
Federd Communications Commission (FCC) guiddines
that limit radio frequency energy (RF) exposures. The
FCC edtablished these guiddinesin consultation with the
FDA and the other federal hedlth and sefety agencies. The
FCC limit for RF exposure from wird esstelephonesis set
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a aSpecificAbsorption Rate (SAR) of 1.6 watts per
kilogram (1.6 W/kg). The FCC limit is consstent with the
sfety standards devel oped by the Indtitute of Electiicd
and Electronic Engnesring (IEEE) and the Naiond
Council on Radiation Protection and Messurement. The
expoaure limit takesinto consideration the body's ability
to remove hegt from the tissuesthat absorb energy fiom
thewirdess phoneand is set well below levelsknown to
have effects Marufadturers of wireless phones must
report the RF exposureleve for eech modd of phoneto
the FCC. The FCC website (http:/Amwwwifec.gov/oet/
rfsafety) givesdirectionsfor locating the FCC
identification number onyour phone so you can find your
phone's RF exposure leve inthe onlineligting.

. What hasthe FDA doneto measuretheradio
frequency ener gy coming from wir eess phones?

The Inditute of Electrica and Electronic Engneers
(IEEE) isdeveoping atechnicd gandard for measuing
the radio frequency energy (RF) exposure from wirdess
phones and other wirdess handsets with the paticipation
and leadership of FDA stientistsand engneers. The
standard,” Recommended Practice for Determining the
Spatid-Pesk SpecificAbsorption Rate (SAR) inthe
Human Body Dueto Wreless Communications Devices
Experimentd Techniques” sets forth the first consistent
test methodol ogy for messuring therate et which RF is
depogited in the heads of wirdess phone users. Thetest
method uses atissue-snulating modd of the human
head. Standardized SAR test methodology is expected to
greatly improve the consstency of measurements made
a different laboratories on the same phone. SARisthe
measurement of the amount of energy absorbed intissue,
ather by thewholebody or asmdl part of thebody. Itis
meaaured in watts'kg (or milliwatts'g) of mater. This
messurement is used to determine whether awirdess
phone complieswith safety guiddines.

9. What gtepscan | taketo reduce my exposure to
radiofr equency energy from my wireless phone?
If thereisarisk from these products— and at this point
wedo not know that thereis— it is probably very smdl.
But if you are concerned about avoiding even potentiad
risks, you can take afew smple sepsto minimize your
expoaure to radiofrequency energy (RF). Sincetimeisa
key factor in how much exposure a person recaives,
reducing the amount of time pent using awirdess
phonewill reduce RF exposure.

If you must conduct extended conversations by wirdess
phone every day,you could place more distance between
your body and the source of the RF,since the exposure
level drops off dramaticaly with distance. For example,
you could use aheadsst and carry thewirdess phone
away from your body or use awireless phone connected
to aremote antenna,

Agan, the scientific data do not demongtrate that
wirdessphonesare harmful. But if you are concemed
about the RF exposure from these products, you can use
mesaures like those described above to reduce your RF
exposure from wirdess phone use

10. What about children using wir eless phones?

The scientific evidence does not show adanger to users
of wirdess phones, induding children and teenagers. If
you want to take stepsto lower exposure to
radiofrequency energy (RF),the measures described
abovewould goply to children and teenagersusing
wirdess phones. Reducing thetime of wirdess phone
use and increasing the distance between the user and the
RF source will reduce RF expoaure.

Some groups sponsored by other nationd governments
have advised that children be discouraged from using
wirdessphonest al. For example,the government in
the United Kingdom distributed |egflets containing such
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a recommendation in December 2000. They noted that
no evidence exigtsthat using awirdess phone causes
brain tumorsor other ill effects. Their rrecommendation
tolimit wirdess phone use by dhildren was gtrictly
precautionary; it was not based on scientific evidence
thet any hedlth hazard exists

11. What about wirdess phoneinterferencewith
medical equipment?
Radio frequency energy (RF) from wirdess phonescan
interact with some eectronic devices. For thisreason,the
FDA helped develop adetailed test method to measure
dectromagnetic interference (EMI) of implanted cadiac
pacamekers and defibrillators from wird ess telgphones.
Thistest method isnow part of agtandard sponsored by
theAssodiation for theAdvancement of Medica
indrumentation (AAMI). Thefind draft, ajoint effort by
the FDA, medica device manufadturers and many other
groups, was completed inlate 2000. This standard will
dlow manufadturersto ensure thet cardiac pacemalers
and defibrillators are safe from wird essphone EMI.

The FDA hastested hearing aidsfor interference from
handheld wird ess phones and helped develop a
voluntary standard sponsored by the Indtitute of
Electricd and Electronic Engnears (IEEE). This
Sandard specifiestest methods and performance
requirementsfor hearing aidsand wireless phones so that
no interference occurs when aperson usesa
“compatible’ phoneand a“ compatible’ hearing aid at
the sametime. This standard was goproved by the IEEE
in 2000.

The FDA continuesto monitor the use of wirdess
phonesfor possibleinteractions with other medical
devices Should harmful interference be found to occur,
the FDA will conduct testing to assesstheinterference
and work to resolve the problem.

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Before aphone modd isavalablefor sdeto thepulic, it
must be tested and cartified to the FCC that it does not
exceed the limit established by the government-adopted
requirement for safe exposure. Thetestsare performedin
positionsand locations (eg., & the ear and worn on the
body) as required by the FCC for each modd. The
highest SAR vauefor thismodd phonewhen tested for
usea the ear is 1.04 W/kg and when worn on the bodly,
asdescribed inthisuser’ smarud, is0.75W/kg. (Body-
worn measurements differ among phone modds,
depending upon available accessories and FCC
reguirements,) While there may be differences between
SAR leves of various phones and a various postions,
they dl meet the govemment reguirement for safe
expaaure.
